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STATING THAT the BJP faces a
great challenge in both Gujarat
and Himachal Pradesh Assembly
elections, party MP Shatrughan
Sinha on Sunday blamed the “ar-
rogance” on the part of BJP lead-
ers over the handling of Patidar
quota agitation and its leader
Hardik Patel. 

“We failed to win over
(Patidar quota leader) Hardik
Patel who was ideologically
closer to the BJP. Had we handled
him properly, it would have been
a stitch in time which would
have saved nine,” he said here.

“...in view of the dissatisfac-
tion among the youth, farmers
and traders. We must see the
writing on the wall and avoid
taking our opponents lightly”,
Sinha said, adding that the BJP

would be able to live up to the ex-
pectations of people only if it
ceased to be “a one-man show
and a two-man army”, in a clear
indication to Prime Minister
Narendra Modi and BJP president

Amit Shah’s hold on the party.
The former Union minister

stressed on the need for “taking
an honest look at the failures” 
and pointed out that the party
should not deny that many lost
their jobs after demonetisation.
“The move to ban notes has
hardly weeded out black money.
GST has also come across as a
complicated taxation system that
seems to have benefited only
chartered accountants.”

Sinha slams BJP for ‘mishandling’ quota stir, Hardik
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POLICE HAVE deployed two
armed police personnel with
Dalit youth leader Jignesh
Mevani, stating that the “protec-
tion” was necessary for people
who could face violence in the
run-up to the Assembly elec-
tions in the state. 

The government is likely to
deploy police personnel with
other youth leaders like Hardik
Patel. 

Mevani, who has been cam-
paigning against the BJP over
Dalit issues and had last week
met Congress vice-president
Rahul Gandhi, however, alleged
that the “proactive” step of the
BJP government to deploy police
personnel could be a way for
keeping a tab on his movement. 

Addressing a youth meet —
Young Thinkers’ Meet — in
Ellisbridge area here on Sunday,
Mevani said: “Today, I have got a
commando with a machine gun.
Though, I did not ask for it. And
when I asked (the policeman), ifit
was for surveillance, he said ‘yes
sir’.” Mevani then added, “This
speaks a lot about the current sit-
uation (in the state).”

He then hit out against the
BJP, urging people to defeat the

‘daitya (this devil - BJP)”. 
While Patidar quota leader

Hardik could not be reached, his
close aide and spokesperson of
Patidar Anamat Andolan Samiti
(PAAS) Dinesh Bambhaniya said
that they had received a call from
the police on Saturday night in-
quiring about him. 

“So far, no (police) deploy-
ment has been done. But yester-
day night, I received a call from a
police officer who inquired about
me, Hardik and (PAAS convener
from Surat) Alpesh Kathiriya. The
officer asked about our current
residences and places where we
stay a majority of our time. I was
told that it was for providing po-
lice protection.”

When asked, if there was any
specific threat with regard to

youth leaders like Jignesh Mevani
and Hardik Patel, Ahmedabad
Police Commissioner A K Singh
said, “As such there are no spe-
cific (inputs), but dynamics of
(current) politics may make
them a subject matter ofcontro-
versy and there is a possibility...
We have the responsibility to
provide protection to whoever
we think could become a tar-
get...And this instruction is also
for the candidates. So, there is no
specific input, but general possi-
bility based on which we have
made the arrangement.”

Singh added that full police
deployment was yet not made,
but police personnel have been
kept ready for giving protection
to anybody who is “vulnerable
to violence”.

TWO SEATS in Gujarat are
being watched closely by
BJP leaders before the
Assembly elections. One is
the constituency of
Anandiben Patel, the for-
mer Gujarat Chief Minister
who has said she does not
want to contest. Patel had
won from the Ghatlodiya
seat in 2012. BJP leaders are
speculating if the party will
give a ticket to Anandiben's
daughter. The party's local
unit has decided to leave it
to their state and central
leadership. The other seat is
Naranpura, vacated by Amit
Shah. The BJP president, it
was learnt, had said that no
one from his family would
contest the Assembly elec-
tions when the party nom-
inated him to the Rajya
Sabha. The BJP's state elec-
tion committee is expected
to meet on November 10-11
to decide the candidates
from among the probables
suggested by respective dis-
trict units. The replace-
ments of Shah and Patel
shall be known soon.

THE BJP, which has not been
fielding Muslim candidates in
last few elections, will, however,
deploy members of the commu-
nity in Gujarat for campaigning
in constituencies with sizeable
Muslim presence.

Around 100 members of
BJP’s minority morcha unit from
Mumbai left for Surat on Sunday
under the leadership of its na-
tional vice-president Irfan
Ahmed for campaigning. 

“Our concentration will be
on Surat and surrounding dis-
tricts in this campaign, though
other areas will also be covered,”
Ahmed said, adding that more
members ofthe BJP wing will ar-
rive in Gujarat ahead of the polls. 

M K Chishti, the convener of
Gujarat Minority Morcha, was
not available for comment.

Meanwhile, BJP Minority
Morcha national president
Abdul Rasheed Ansari said that
the central leadership of the
party decides on who to send for
campaigning. “It is not in my
hands but it is for the party’s cen-
tral leadership to decide on
whom to send for campaigning.
I, for myself, can say that ifasked,
I will go to Gujarat for campaign-
ing,” he said. 

Sakhi Bava, a religious leader
in Kheda district, who had joined
the BJP some time ago with re-
portedly 3,000 of his followers,
said that if told, Muslims would
go to villages for BJP campaign-
ing. “But things will depend on
who the party will give mandate.
Once the face of election in our
constituencies will be clear, we
will see whether we will cam-
paign for him or not,” he said. 

When asked if it would be
possible for Muslim clerics and
other prominent Muslims from
outside Gujarat to campaign in
the state, he expressed his reser-

vation. “I don’t think the idea of
bringing maulvis and others
from outside will work. First of
all, there will be opposition from
within the party itselfthat the BJP
is now resorting to Muslim cler-
ics for election work,” Bava said. 

BJP spokesman I K Jadeja,
however, said that he was not
aware of any move to rope in
Muslim clerics from outside for
campaign work in Gujarat.

Muslims from BJP’s
Mumbai minority cell
to campaign in Surat
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Ahmedabad: BJP chief Amit
Shah on Sunday held sepa-
rate meetings with key party
leaders and workers from
south, central and north
Gujarat. Shah, who has been
camping in the state since
Saturday to strategise for the
upcoming polls, held meet-
ings with the BJP workers of
Valsad, Navsari and Dang
districts at Tata Hall in
Navsari town of south
Gujarat in the morning.

In the afternoon, the BJP
president guided the party
workers and leaders of the
tribal-dominated
Panchmahal and Dahod
districts in Godhra town.

In the evening, Shah
reached Himmatnagar
town in north Gujarat to
hold meetings with the
party workers of
Sabarkantha and Aravalli
districts, said a BJP release.

He is scheduled to meet
the BJP leaders and work-
ers of the remaining dis-
tricts and cities in the state
till November 9, the release
added.
